The Superintendent
Office is now located at the High School. | thitik exciting that we’ll be around
students all day!

I’'m sure that everyone is aware that schools aneggo be receiving stimulus money
this year. The District will be receiving approxtely $133,000 in stimulus money from
the Federal Government. The District plans totheenmoney in the following manner;
purchase an on-line K-12 curriculum called “Curhicu Crafters” that is aligned with the
State benchmarks, purchase Battle Creek Sciensenith are aligned with the State
benchmarks and offer hands on science activitiesttments in grades K-5, purchase
Accelerated Math Software that allows students ggdd6 to work at their own pace in
math with equipment that will electronically graaled create assignments for students,
middle school software for reading and math, aragplging calculators for middle and
high school students. Finally, the District willngchase software that will allow the
District to consolidate and use student data iroeermeaningful manner. We feel that
these improvements to curriculum will have a teriinpact on student achievement.
The High School this year has 30 students enrafl@dllege credit classes. This is a
significant increase from last year and an aretawviiedl continue to push students
towards in an effort to get them off to a greattdtar college.

Obviously, not every student is going to go to arfgear college. Another area that the
District and County will be revamping this yeaoisr Career Technical Education (CTE)
program. The entire county is looking at methadsrprove our CTE program, many of
which involve Glen Oaks Community College and thegmility of an enhanced role
from GOCC in providing training and certificatiofts our students.

I’'m sure that everyone understands that schoolifigngill be impacted in a negative
manner once the stimulus money is gone. I'm happgport that the District finished
the 2008-2009 year, on the plus side of the ledge$100,000. Our current fund
balance is $929,000.

The projection for the 2010 — 2011 year (not tidary but the following) is that schools
will receive a cut in the area of $525 - $600 gadent. For Constantine, this would be a
reduction of approximately $860,000 in funding. vidisly, we’re going to need to look
all aspects of our budget to make sure that wdfreient as possible. We’ve made a
number of reductions this year in anticipationted tmpending cuts and expect that we’ll
be fine, even with the cuts. However, it's not best of times for budgets!

One immediate impact of the budget reductionsas fimding for Michigan School
Readiness has cut in the Senate version of schodirfg. We’d planned on having our
own 4-year old program, at Eastside, rather thadiag them to Little Chiefs, in White
Pigeon. As a result, there won'’t be any four-yadrprogram for students this year.
This is a statewide issue with most schools noirtgathis program as a result of funding.

Headlee Rollback

In November, the District will be asking votersapprove a Headlee Rollback. To get
full operational dollars, the District must levy fr@lls. Constantine Public Schools
currently levies 16.7339. This amount will contnio decrease our pupil funding each
year, if not restored.

For example, Centreville, Schoolcraft, Colon, Memdé&/hite Pigeon and Three Rivers
all levy the full 18 mills and receive $7,316 pardent for funding from the State of
Michigan. Constantine received $7,251 per stutiesttyear.

This money comes from a tax on persons with a gtbome and business. If you don’t
have a second home or own a business this roldbae& not impact your current rate or
the amount paid in taxes. For a person owningargehome or a business the cost
would be approximately $126 per $100,000 of valighe 2 home or business. This
does not impact agricultural property.

Constantine Public Schools has not restored thelleedollback since 2000. In 2000,
the amount the District lost wasn’t a big amoudt391 per year. As the rate has slipped
further each year from the original 18 mills, tmecant lost to the District in 2008 —
2009, was $95,473, this year it is $105,101. ahi®unt will continue to increase (and
decrease the amount we get per student) unlessastored to the original 18 mills.

If passed the plan for the additional money wowddb follows; 2009-2010 — Bus
Purchase, 2010-2011 — Bleacher Improvements @ #&mdebtadium and Textbook
purchases, 2011-2012 — Bus Purchase, 2012-2018tbobk Purchases, 2013-2014 —
Bus Purchase.

The District would like
to thank the CEA for the manner in which negotiagiovere conducted and that the 3-
year agreement allows the District to plan forrle&t three years during challenging
State budget times.
